DEED RESTRICTION
VIOLATIONS

Residents can request an investiga-
tion of deed restriction violations.
Complaints (in most neighborhoods)
do not necessarily need to be in writ-
ing. The NCA conducts periodic
neighborhood reviews and will act
on their findings when needed. If
you wish to file a complaint, use the
form we provide on our website at
www.northdale.org and send it to
NCA Deed Restrictions at PO Box
340037, Tampa, FL 33694, or leave
a detailed message on our voice
mail, do so at 81-:960-1933. We will
need to know who you are, and how
to reach you. We will investigate the
complaint. Forms are also available
at District 1 Community Resource
Deputy Office, 15610 Premier Drive.

When a violation occurs a letter will
be sent to the violating homeowner
with a request to correct the problem.
After a reasonable amount of time
passes, and the problem persists, the
coordinator may contact you with the
available options. Some of these
options could include legal action
against the homeowner.

The NCA will not become involved
in conflicts between neighbors, ani-
mal problems or landscape issues
due to drought.
