Complaints (in most neighborhoods) 

do not necessarily need to be in writ-

ing.  The NCA conducts periodic 

neighborhood reviews and will act 

on their findings when needed.   If 

you wish to file a complaint, use the 

form we provide on our website at 

www.northdale.org and send it to 

NCA Deed Restrictions at PO Box 

340037, Tampa, FL 33694, or leave 

a detailed message on our voice 

mail, do so at 813-960-1933.

When a violation occurs a letter will 

be sent to the violating homeowner 

with a request to correct the problem.  

After a reasonable amount of time 

passes, and the problem persists, the 

coordinator may contact you with the 

available options.  Some of these 

options could include legal action 

against the homeowner.

The NCA will not become involved 

in conflicts between neighbors, ani-

mal problems or landscape issues 

due to drought.

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WATER CONSERVATION MONTH 
 

Florida is the only state in the nation that sets aside an entire month in recognition of the need to conserve one of our 

most precious natural resources ï water. 

 

April is celebrated as ñWater Conservation Monthò because itôs typically the driest month of the year in our state, and 

water demand is often at its highest. 

 

There is no substitute for water. Living creatures and plants need it to survive. We use it to quench our thirst, keep our 

bodies in good working order, to bathe, to raise our food and to prepare our meals. We use it for transportation, recrea-

tion, and to make the clothes, products and other goods we use every day. Water maintains our environment, cools and 

heats buildings, and contributes to the balance of nature. We pay more for waterfront property, 

look for vacations to take near the water, and restore our spirits with its calmness.  

 

Hillsborough County Water Resource Services encourages water conservation through educa-

tional campaigns and outreach, enforcement of water restrictions, partnerships with other agen-

cies and construction of reclaimed water systems. Residents have paid attention, dropping the 

average daily water use per person from 146 gallons in 1989, to the current level of fewer than 

100 gallons per person, per day.   

 

What else can you do? Keep up the good work! Know and follow the water restrictions for your area. Fix leaks. Install 

low-flow showerheads, toilets and faucet aerators. Raise the height of your lawn mower. Put a nozzle on your hose. 

Clean your car at commercial vehicle washes that recycle their water. Install a rain sensor switch on your sprinkler sys-

tem.

Saving for your Childrenôs College Education? 

 
Todayôs choices can be overwhelming.  Parents should be aware of all of the choices available to them, and match those 

choices with their risk profile, time to save, and tax implications.  The choices range from a regular savings account to a 

529 plan.  According to Kiplingerôs Magazine the average total annual cost at the University of South Florida in Tampa 

in 2008 is $12,347.  For the 2007-2008 school year, average tuition and fees at public four-year colleges or universities 

rose 6.6 percent to $6,185, according to the College Board report, "Trends in College Pricing 2007".With that type of 

inflation some Floridians have chosen to lock in the cost of college with the Florida Prepaid Plan.  Many believe that this 

will cover the entire cost of college, however according to their website the Florida Prepaid 

Plan will only cover about half of the total cost of sending a child to a public college in 

Florida.   Another Florida resident choice is the 529 plan referred to as the Florida Invest-

ment Plan.  You can find more information on these plans at: www.florida529plans.com. 

 

Some states allow savers to deduct some of their 529 deposits from their state income tax if 

they use the state sponsored 529 plan.  Because Florida does not have a state income tax a 

Florida resident has no advantage by using the state sponsored 529 plan.  However it does 

allow you to consider every stateôs 529 plan.  Why would you consider using a 529 plan?  

There are several reasons including flexibility.  The money can be used for any accredited 

post-secondary education, from technical schools to Harvard law.  It can pay for tuition, books, room and board and al-

lows for flexibility in funding1.  You can choose to fully fund in one payment or any other method including monthly 

funding.  With up to $12,000 excluded from gift taxes and the ability to contribute up to $60,000 to a 529 plan in a single 

year ($120,000 if married and filing jointly) without incurring a federal gift tax2, this is an excellent way to pass wealth 

from grandparent to grandchild and possibly lower estate taxes.     
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Does Your Smoke Alarm Pass the Test?

Research shows that 97% of American homes have at least one smoke alarm, but as many as 30% are not 

working for any number of reasons ï the batteries have long since gone dead and have not been replaced, the 

batteries were removed for other uses, or the smoke alarms are old and no longer working.   

 

But there is a solution!  A simple test will assure that your smoke alarm is powered and ready for 

action.  Push the button on the alarmôs front and hold it until the unit sounds.  Be ready because 

it is loud, and could startle you.  But itôs important for it to be loud to wake you when youôre 

asleep.  Most fatal fires occur after you have gone to bed.  Test it every month. 

 

Here are some other tips regarding your smoke alarms*: 

 

¶ Only purchase smoke alarms that are listed by UL and carry the UL mark on packaging. 

 

¶ Install smoke alarms on every level of your home.  Make sure there is an alarm near every sleeping  

            area. 

¶ Install additional smoke alarms inside all bedrooms.  For the best detection and notifica- 
            tion protection, install both ionization- and photoelectric-type smoke alarms. Some  
            models provide dual coverage. The type will be printed on the box or package. 

¶ Smoke rises, so smoke alarms should be mounted high on walls or ceilings. Ceiling  

            mounted alarms should be installed at least four inches away from the nearest wall;  

            wall-mounted alarms should be installed four to 12 inches away from the ceiling. 

¶ Choose an installation location that is well away from the path of steam from bathrooms and cooking  
            vapors from the kitchen, which can result in false, or nuisance alarms. 

¶ Don't install smoke alarms near windows, doors, ceiling fans or ducts where drafts might interfere  

      with their operation. 

 

¶ Test each smoke alarm every month. Push the test button until you hear a loud noise. 

 

¶ Put new batteries in your smoke alarms at least one time each year. 

 

¶ It is recommended to use interconnected smoke alarms.  These are available with  

      wireless connection and hard-wired with battery back-up. These alarms are tied in to- 

      gether so that if one alarm operates, they all signal together. Some models provide  

      dual coverage (both ionization and photoelectric sensing technology). 

 

¶ If your smoke alarms are more than 10 years old, get new smoke alarms.
